to be published in the ESPSIG journal, Professional and Academic English, to be submitted by the end
of August 2025.

To be considered you should submit

e aspeaker proposal on ESP/EAP by the scholarship deadline, and
e a position statement of between 400-500 words outlining your plans for facilitating ESP in your
area.

The submission deadline is 14.00 (UK time) on Wednesday 19 June 2024. Early submissions are very
welcome; late submissions will not be considered.

The result of your application will be emailed to you between 12 and 23 August 2024. Please do NOT
contact the IATEFL Head Office about scholarship decisions; the Scholarship Committee will send everyone
the results as soon as they are available.
